ASSESSMENT DAYS
AUGUST 30th and SEPTEMBER 3rd

As a result of the Colorado Basic Literacy Act and the need to assess each student’s reading abilities with
individualized assessments, it is necessary that we schedule our students for individual assessment times on
Monday, August 30th and Friday, September 3rd.  Parents of students in grades K-2 will select an assessment
time on this Sign Up Genius. Fall Assessment Days Aug. 30 & Sept. 3

Students in grades 3, 4, & 5 do not select an assessment time, but will come for a full school day (8:30am
- 3:00pm) on Monday, August 30th, for MAP testing. Any students in grades 3 - 5 who need additional
assessments scheduled for Friday, September 3rd, will be notified by their teacher.

There will be no regular school on either August 30th or September 3rd.  We understand that this might
be inconvenient for some parents, but in order to be in compliance with the Literacy Act, these individual
assessments are necessary.  We thank you for your cooperation in regard to these assessment days.
